John Meek, from the Refugee Committee reports that
Baker, Tamara, Hassan and Qamar who arrived in Canada
on April 29" are adjusting well to life in Canada.

Both children are in school and Baker and Tamara are
currently working. While neither is working in their field,
they are thankful to be employed. After only four months,
they are tax-paying citizens.

While some emergency health issues have been
addressed, there are still long term health issues to be
dealt with. The Refugee Committee will continue to
support them in these and other matters for their first year
in Canada. They fully expect the family to be self-sufficient
by that time.
